When reviewing your application, staff and assessors will want to understand your education, training, awards, accomplishments, work and volunteer and presentation experience as related to the development of your artistic practice. See program guidelines to determine what is required to meet application eligibility. 

*NOTE for Dates: Use month and year (for example, April 2023) or a date range (April 2024 – May 2025). If activity is ongoing use (May 2025 - present)
